RB: Trying to data movement – 

Having problems finding data in SRB – now, trying to get it out – Miron has been trying to do it – and then put out a map of where we go from there

Michelle Butler then got involved – who is worrying about the data management to it –

Michelle would commit resources to this problem –

BW: essentially who is going to the replica mgt and create metadata catalog???

Not sure

RB: not sure of what she was asking –

Not explicitly clear on setting boundaries –

She is interested in whole metadata issue – keeping track of where data is –

Nika: have a replica catalog that could keep track of where stuff is

Perhaps we should invite Michelle  to next meeting or telecon –

We were moving the data – and right now condor group was trying to do something called “DAP” – build data path and do movement of 3 TB –

Now, takes more than an hour to move one of 3000 files –

RB – Tevnik was doing the transfer – and not sure if using GridFTP –

Nika – had conversation with SRB people – and interface to GridFTP almost done –

RB: don’t care how it is done – not sure of what Miron is trying to do – 

Michelle just joined –

Michelle wants to take it all above a layer above gridftp – have built an application – a gridftp client to do batch and interactive – want to do data management, replication, move data between sites, update it, metadata management, -- gathering user requirements 

Have talked with Jay, Robert, etc. – trying to figure out what they are trying to do – to build something that is useable by everyone – is there something that we can build upon –

Nika – are you talking about metadata or replica management – location of copies – 

Michelle – would like to do both –

Ian – on MCS, Replica mgt, etc…

Whole set of other issues that how you integrate this into a data system –

Almost over the gridftp implementation and want to take it up another layer –

Haven’t talked to all of the parties – 

BW – when will all of this become services that can be invoked by other software – want to be able to invoke these things 

Ian – first issue is to get functionality and performance in place – including failure handling mechanisms, etc –

Want to make sure we have these things identified and in place –

Should be pushing hard to make sure these are working –

Secondary issue is interface –

Ian wouldn’t put the service oriented interface on critical path –

As far as PDQ – have to have deliverables –and want to meet them –

But on the other hand – don’t think it is a problem telling her that this is a way to go –

Bioinformatics

Natalia – with Miron – successfully ftping – would like to use gridftp –

As soon as ftp data on their site – would like to start up our pipeline –

Want a switch in gridftp to do this –

Any glitches in this –

Nika – what are using?  Regular ftp? Yes – 

But in future, want to use gridftp

Nika – need both gridftp server and client –

Take this discussion off line between Nika and Natalia –

Nika: Natalia’s students may use chimera – now using condor – try to convert pipeline into chimera –

Need a tutorial??? 

How about by next meeting – Dec 10 –

This should be a 2-3 hour tutorial – if can’t do it day before or after – lets do it on access grid.

RB: suggest we do it at the meeting until agenda gets too full.

BW – want to try up to a 1gb file – only little files –

Find one that is decently connected –

Jay – send subject names of certs to use for testing –

First – do the simple thing of bringing the data here to disk form – 

We’ll have ½ petabyte of rotating disk – some to front unitree, some host data sets permanently and temporarily –

Policy not yet set on this disk –

This is the easiest –

For next year – to do data mining in a distributed way – not all of it here –

Will probably do across multiple machines –

Will want to do this at NCAR later on too –

Will be doing the gridftp test next week, then – (BW)

RB: not sure when what will be in place when –

(Ray has been out this week) –

we should try to see if Michelle is going to SC – and try to have a discussion –

would be wonderful to get her involved in replica catalogs, etc –

There will be a meeting with Dan Reed to sort out some of the data management issues prior to SC –

At ANL --- 

Nika has found the gridftp testbed – will send the instructions

RB –

One more thing – at AT team meeting introduced to Kathleen Ricker – to help out with project documentation –

We shouldn’t be shy about asking her for help –
